After the terribly wet Autumn & Winter a year ago, 
we are all relieved to have most Winter cereals 
drilled, albeit in variable conditions. So do not forget 
the risk from aphids causing BYDV. This yield-robbing 
disease can quietly spread on mild days during the 
Autumn & early Winter. All crops emerging in October should be 
treated at least once as a rule, and those drilled early may need two 
aphicides. The gap between applications depends on temperature 
but 14-21 days is a good guide. Don't get caught with yellow stunted 
patches next March!
